From Worcester, take Route 20 west and go about 16 miles to Charlton.

After the sign “Entering Charlton”, go about 3 miles to the 4™ set of lights, which is Rt. 169.
Turn left on Rt. 169, go about 220 yards and make a sharp right turn to the cemetery entrance.
The cemetery is situated on a hill-top and is about 200 yards in length and 100 yards in width

There is a fieldstone retainer wall along Rt. 20 that bends around on to Rt. 169 and goes south
to the cemetery entrance.
